
National Chung Cheng University Regulations for Students’ Advanced Credits
Amended and approved at the 51th Meeting of Academic Affairs on November 30th, 1998
Amended and approved at the 69th Meeting of Academic Affairs on November 19th, 2001
Amendments of Articles 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, and 12, are granted for review by the Ministry of Education under the Ordinance, Tai-Kao-(2)-Zi No. 1000230709 issued on January 3rd, 2012
Article 1    All departments shall follow these regulations for students’ advanced credit. 
Article 2    The following students are eligible to apply for advanced credit:
1. Major transfer students of undergraduate and postgraduate students;
2. College/university transfer students;
3. Re-examinees or re-applied new students of bachelor, master and doctoral programs;
4. New students who meet the entry requirements of bachelor, master and doctoral degrees of CCU, finishing Credit Program of Continuing Education authorized by Ministry of Education and obtaining a credit certificate;
5. Non-degree students who meet the entry requirements of bachelor, master and doctoral degrees of CCU and obtain a credit certificate;
6. Students who attend a certified short-term research program and obtain a credit certificate during their study period in CCU;
7. Students who study courses of educational program and obtain a credit certificate in educational program, education-related departments or normal universities (including senior students or above in the original Junior Teachers College);
8. New students who finish master or doctoral programs and graduate with a score above 70; if credits of subjects are not included in the total graduation credits, students can apply for advanced credits with the permission of department deans; the total advanced credit is in the limit of 1/2 of graduation credit stipulated by the department; it is also subject to the department’s regulations; if the completed subjects are listed in the graduation credit of master or doctoral programs and such subjects are compulsory for master and doctoral students, the students are eligible to apply for advanced credit but still shall obtain all such graduation credit stipulated by related departments.
9. Students eligible for advanced credit according to other regulations of CCU.
Article 3    Regulations for students’ advanced credit number and grade
1. Undergraduate transfer students are only permitted to handle advanced credit in different subjects and not permitted to apply to increase grade.
2. Undergraduate students shall follow their advanced credit number to increase grade level. Those who apply for above 40 credits will be arranged in Grade 2; those who apply for above 80 will be arranged in Grade 3; those who apply for above 110 will be arranged in Grade 4. They must study for at least 1 year before graduation according to the required credits in a specific semester. Students in 2-year junior colleges and 5-year colleges can be arranged in as high as Grade 3 while undergraduate dropouts can be arranged in as high as Dropout Grade. Students shall ask for departments’ permission to increase their grades and deliver related files to The Office of Academic Affairs for confirmation before the add-and-drop deadline in that semester. 
Article 4    The followings are principles of advanced credits:
1. Subjects’ names and contents are the same.
2. Subjects’ names are different but contents are the same.
3. Subjects’ names and contents are different but belong to the same category.
Article 5    The followings are handling principles for different transferable advanced credits:
1. For students who transfer fewer credits with more credits, their fewer credits shall be registered.
2. Those who transfer more credits with fewer credits shall make up the remaining credits of subjects specified by their departments or related qualified departments. If there are no similar subjects to make up for the required credits, they are not permitted to transfer advanced credits. Their credits are subject to their fewer advanced credits. 
Article 6    The transferable subjects of undergraduate transfer students are subject to their qualified scores in their universities or junior colleges. Graduates in 5-year vocational colleges are subject to their scores in their fourth and fifth years. 
Article 7    Undergraduate transfer students who pass their examinations before military training shall be eligible to transfer advanced credits. 
Article 8    Undergraduate transfer students who take physical education for over 1 year and pass PT exam before transferring to another school shall transfer the advanced credits in their first (second) year if they transfer to the second (third) year. They are not eligible to transfer PT credits after they transfer universities. 

New undergraduate students who resit or reapplied for admission to CCU are not eligible to transfer their qualified PT credit. 
Article 9    Applications for advanced credits shall be completed 1 week before the add-and-drop courses deadline in the first admission semester (the time is subject to administrative calendar). Those of educational program shall be completed 1 week before the add-and-drop courses deadline in the 2nd semester in which they are selected or confirmed of education program (the time is subject to administrative calendar). If subjects have not started before transferring advanced credits, students are permitted to reapply if they cannot complete such procedure in the specific period.
Students who apply for advanced credits shall submit previous original transcripts of their former department (university). If necessary, department or Center of Teacher Education can select to confirm their degrees and make the decision on advanced credits. 

A subject credit cannot be transferred other subject credits after confirmation, transfer and registration. 
Article 10   Students who receive qualified subjects’ credits from overseas universities and colleges or Mainland Chinese Universities approved by the Ministry of Education shall be eligible to transfer advanced credits according to the Regulations.
Article 11   For the uncovered matters in the Regulations, please refer to CCU General Academic Rules and Regulations.
Article 12   The Regulations are announced and implemented after approved at Academic Affairs Meeting and will be submitted to the Ministry of Education for approval and investigation. The same shall apply where these Guidelines are amended.
